Located in Churchlands, Western Australia, Subiaco Marist Cricket Club (SMCC) is one of Perth’s most vibrant and rapidly growing community cricket clubs. Our home grounds are situated at John Lucas Oval at Newman College, where generations of players, families and supporters gather to play, learn and celebrate the game of cricket. 
For nearly four decades, our club has been dedicated to developing players, strengthening community ties, and providing pathways for people of all ages to participate in cricket.
Today, SMCC is recognised as one of the largest clubs competing in the Western Australian Suburban Turf Cricket Association (WASTCA), fielding multiple senior teams across competitive and social grades. 





Our History
The foundations of Subiaco Marist Cricket Club trace back to the Marist Newman Old Boys, whose first season began in 1987/88. 
In the 1999/2000 season, the club merged with the Subiaco Women’s Cricket Club, forming the organisation we know today as Subiaco Marist Cricket Club. 
This merger brought together strong cricket traditions and helped establish a club built on the values of:

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Registrations by Season – Participation Growth
This chart shows strong and consistent growth in total player registrations across the past three seasons at Subiaco Marist Cricket Club.
· Summer 2023/24: 450 registrations
· Summer 2024/25: 495 registrations
· Summer 2025/26: 601 registrations
The data highlights an overall increase of 151 players over three seasons, representing approximately 34% growth since 2023/24.
The most significant increase occurred between 2024/25 and 2025/26, where registrations rose by 106 players, indicating a substantial expansion in participation across the club’s programs.
This growth reflects the club’s increasing popularity within the community, successful recruitment and retention of players, and the strength of its junior development and senior participation pathways. The upward trend also demonstrates the club’s capacity to support a growing player base and reinforces its position as a leading community cricket club in Perth’s western suburbs.
For sponsors and partners, this continued growth highlights the club’s expanding reach, strong community engagement, and increasing exposure opportunities through a rapidly growing membership base.

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Registration Activity Overview
This dashboard provides an overview of participation activity across the club over the past several seasons. During this period, the club recorded 1,546 total registrations, representing 819 unique participants across 6 active programs or competitions. This indicates that many players participate in multiple formats or competitions throughout the season, reflecting strong engagement within the club.
The monthly registrations graph highlights a clear seasonal pattern in participation. Registrations typically begin to increase from July, peak between August and October, and then decline once competitions are underway. This aligns with the traditional cricket season registration period when teams are being formed and competitions commence.
The most notable peak occurs in August 2025, where registrations exceeded 200 in a single month, representing the highest recruitment period across the timeframe. Similar spikes are visible at the start of previous seasons, demonstrating a consistent annual cycle of player sign-ups.
Overall, the data reflects healthy participation levels and strong preseason recruitment, with the majority of players registering in the lead-up to each cricket season. This consistent seasonal engagement highlights the club’s ability to attract and retain players year after year.
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Participant Demographics Overview
This demographic snapshot provides insight into the composition of the club’s playing community across gender, age groups, and indigenous status.
The gender distribution shows that male participants currently represent the majority of players, with 775 males (94.6%) compared to 44 females (5.4%). While the club remains predominantly male, the presence of female participants highlights opportunities for continued growth in girls’ and women’s cricket programs, an area that is expanding rapidly across Australian cricket.
The age distribution chart demonstrates a strong concentration of players in the junior age groups between 5 and 16 years, reflecting the club’s strong junior development pathway. Participation gradually tapers through the late teenage years before increasing again in the adult categories, representing the club’s senior competition teams. The presence of participants across a wide age range—from young children through to players in their 60s and 70s—illustrates the club’s ability to provide cricket opportunities across all life stages.
The Indigenous status data indicates that the vast majority of participants identify as non-Indigenous, with a small number of participants identifying as Aboriginal or choosing not to disclose. While representation is currently limited, the club remains committed to promoting inclusive participation and community engagement across all backgrounds.
Overall, the demographics highlight a family-focused community club with a strong junior base and broad age participation, providing a clear pathway from entry-level cricket through to senior and veterans competition.
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Registration Trends by Month and Week
This chart illustrates the seasonal pattern of player registrations across multiple years, showing both monthly and weekly registration activity.
The monthly data clearly highlights a consistent preseason registration period, with the majority of players registering between July and October each year. The largest spike typically occurs in August, when registrations peak as teams are finalised and competitions approach the start of the cricket season. A secondary increase is also visible in October, likely reflecting late registrations as competitions commence.
Outside of this period, registration activity remains relatively low, particularly between November and June, when most competitions are already underway and new registrations are minimal.
The weekly registration data provides a more detailed view, confirming that registrations tend to occur in concentrated bursts during key weeks of the preseason period. The largest weekly spike occurs in mid-August, where registrations exceed 100 in a single week, demonstrating the club’s most active recruitment period.
Overall, the data highlights a strong and predictable seasonal registration cycle, with the club successfully attracting the majority of its participants in the lead-up to each cricket season. This pattern reflects effective preseason engagement and provides clear insight into when recruitment and promotional activities are most impactful.

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Geographic Distribution of Participants – Churchlands District Focus
The geographic data clearly highlights that the core player base of Subiaco Marist Cricket Club is centred within the Churchlands district and its surrounding western suburbs, reinforcing the club’s strong identity as a local community club serving this area.
The largest concentration of participants comes from Postcode 6018, which includes Churchlands, Doubleview, Gwelup, Innaloo, Karrinyup and Woodlands, accounting for 227 players. This postcode represents the single largest contributor to the club’s participation, demonstrating that the Churchlands catchment area forms the heart of the club’s community.
Additional strong participation comes from neighbouring western suburbs including:
· 6019 – Scarborough and Wembley Downs (148 participants)
· 6014 – Floreat, Wembley and Jolimont (124 participants)
· 6015 – City Beach (32 participants)
These suburbs surround the Churchlands district and collectively form the primary participation corridor of the club, all located within close proximity to the club’s home grounds at John Lucas Oval, Newman College.
The data highlights that Subiaco Marist Cricket Club serves as a central sporting hub for families within the Churchlands district, drawing players from nearby schools and residential communities. While some participation extends to other areas of Perth, the overwhelming majority of players come from the western suburbs surrounding Churchlands, confirming the club’s deep roots within this local community.
This strong geographic concentration reinforces the club’s role as a key grassroots sporting organisation within the Churchlands district, supporting junior development, family participation, and community sport across the region.
