Here are my updates on the club.
Blasters

The 23/24 season was a strong return to previous numbers, and this season solidified that with similar numbers. We aim to provide a safe and fun atmosphere, and on the whole, kids and their parents enjoy their experience. As the Blasters Coordinator, Micheal Spiteri, backed up his strong first season. Numbers were high, and Michael created many great Friday evenings. Thank you for your work Micheal.

Juniors 
Dan Manning and his Junior Committee did another tremendous job this season. 12 teams this season with around 150 kids that registered was awesome to see. A big congratulations to the year 7 boys on a premiership for the club. The boys finished 5th on the ladder and showed Spirit, Mateship, Character and Commitment to get over the line on the final day of the season. Dan has now been Junior coordinator for 5 years, and each year he leads with great enthusiasm, thank you Dan. 
Seniors
Bailey Brittain continued as Senior Coordinator and premiership captain Matt Blake continued as club captain. It was a focus of the senior club to bring in some talent to support what we thought was a strong base core for the top grades. Unfortunately we came up a bit short of the mark, and were reminded of how ruthless 1st grade can be. The 2nd XI gave a good account of themselves, being competitive in almost all games but just lacking the polish to get over the line.  A huge shout out must go to Matt Blake, Harrison East and Damon Beveridge who captained their top 2 sides tremendously well this season. 
Thank you to all of the captains this year, and to Sherren Pieris and Adam Prowse, who managed to bring home 3 flags between them, Congratulations. Commiserations to the One Day 1s and the One Day 5s who both made grand finals but just feel short, and to 7th grade and the One Days 2s who made semi finals.
The club again submitted 9 Saturday teams this season, making us again, the largest club in WASTCA. 
Fundraising/Sponsorship
I’d like to thank Sherran Peiris for his work with bringing sponsors on board to support the club. Sherran is very passionate for cricket and loves this club, and that can be seen in his work off the field for us. LSR Sports continued as our main sponsor and clothing partner for this season after Sherren organised this last season. Loki and his team did an awesome job with the clothing, and we thank them for sponsoring the club.  To all our other sponsors, thank you, you are a massive part of this club.
The Bunnings sausage sizzle was once again held by the senior club and was another success. It might be worth the club looking into doing one either side of the new year as this is a great fundraising opportunity.

The club is currently in talks to get a guest speaker this season, most likely Kerry O’Keefe or Merv Hughes, to speak during the Ashes test bye round. Thank you to Dave Palmer for getting the ball rolling on this. This season will also see a return to the Quiz night, which we missed out on this year. After hosting it here the last 2 years, we are looking at getting the end of season wind-up to be hosted at Optus Stadium. 
Other Notes
· As you will be able to see from the finance figures, the use of the Newman Grounds and Club rooms as well as the Turf Maintenance makes up for a significant amount of the costs to the club. To be a part of the WASTCA (Senior Club), your club must have two top sides that play on Turf. John Lucas Oval and Newman Lower are both tremendous grounds to be able to play at as well. Where other clubs might be able to get assistance for the cost of turf maintenance from their local council, our club cannot, with the club being based on private grounds. This is something that I am looking at with WASTCA, and will be voicing this at the Association AGM that is coming up.
· I really encourage someone from our club to serve on the WASTCA association board, as a committee member. It has been nearly 20 years since we have had a member (John Lucas) and as the biggest club in WASTCA we are extremely under-represented here.
· We have entered an agreement for a brand new cricket pitch with Kapinara Primary School for Juniors and even potentially Seniors to use. Thank you to John Lucas for getting this all started. This ground will hopefully be ready for the start of the 25/26 season.
· We have entered into an agreement with the WACA and the Australian Cricket Infrastructure Fund to resurface the lower oval nets, which are in dire need of a facelift. Thank you again to Dan for helping in getting the fund across the line.
· On-Field, we are looking at a large transition season for our 1st grade. I’m fully backing Harrison East as our next club captain, and we are currently 6 weeks into recruitment for next season. Prior to the season, I will meet with senior Life Members to discuss our One, Three and Five year plans, with the ultimate goal to be challenging for a 1st grade flag.

Financial Report 
Coming off a profit of $20,835.43 from the season prior, the net result for the 2024/25 season was a loss of $8,941.74, which wasn’t completely unexpected but not the best result nonetheless.
Total revenue was $111,579.94 which was just under $14,000 less than last season. Fees were down $8.1k on last year due to offering free fees to recruits to get them down to the club, an increase in players filling in which we didn’t charge fees for. We are also still chasing up fees from players that registered using the half season payment option but played most of the season. Social revenue decreased by $4,800 from the season prior. This is mostly due to some of the fundraising events which are included in social revenue not running this season. The actual social revenue was only just down on last year. Thank you to Spitty for his efforts on Friday nights with Blasters keeping the social income high. The bar profits via the NSA also increased from last year. Sponsorship was down $2,400 this year compared to last year. As always a huge thank you must go out to all our sponsors and I say it every year but a massive thank you to Sherran’s efforts over the past few years. Clothing sales more than doubled last year as we purchased a top up order of clothing to sell during the season as well as selling some stock left over from last year. The club also received a number of donations which helped offset some of the expenditure for the year. The SMCC Stakes, Good for Cricket raffle and Bunnings sausage sizzle were once again successful fundraising activities. We unfortunately didn’t see the Quiz Night or Chase the Ace return this season which saw a decrease in the overall fundraising and social income from last year. On the finance report, stakes and quiz night are included in the social revenue. Thankfully the efforts of JL and Butcher selling chocolates helped somewhat offset the loss of these activities. Again, I mention it every year but these fundraising activities are vital to the club's income as it is one of the few ways we generate revenue outside of fees. Thank you to everyone who helped with these fundraisers throughout the year but there is still a lot more work that we can do as a club to increase the funds we generate through these activities.
The decrease in revenue was unfortunately met by an increase in expenses which was approximately $16,000 on last season.  Cricket admin fees were $4,800 higher than last year, which is due to the yearly increase in facility hire costs with the NSA and an increase in umpire fees across juniors and seniors. We incurred $400 of fines throughout the year which was up from $250 last year, it is a totally avoidable cost that we can hopefully reduce or even eliminate going forward. The turf maintenance costs are again our major expense being $21k, up $1k from last year which was as expected. The ground hire and preparation for all of the ovals outside of Newman are included in the turf maintenance costs which were $3.5k lower than last year. The recruit expenses were up $10,000 from last season as we looked to strengthen our top team after the promotion to 1st grade. They are one of the very few expenses that we have complete control over which we look at when setting the budget and goals for each season. Ball purchases were up $3.3k on last year as the cost of cricket balls had increased from last year. There were no other major equipment purchases this year, as we have replaced a lot of old equipment in the last couple of years. Social expenses were pretty much the same as last year, which wasn’t a great result as social revenue decreased. Clothing costs were very similar to last year as we did quite a substantial top up order, however, this was offset by an increase in clothing sales from the prior year. We also purchased a club car during the year for our overseas recruit, which is included under capital expenditure. However, other expenses associated with the car have been included in the recruit costs.
The club’s bank balance at 30 April 2025 was $23,741.05.
