Change of Club NameNOTICE OF MOTION

That:
Subiaco Marist Cricket Club proceed with a change to the Club’s name; and
That the Club convene a Special General Meeting for the purpose of:
· considering and voting on proposed new club names submitted by members; and 
· determining the timing and implementation of the new club’s name; 
and that the final decision be made by members at that Special General Meeting.
BACKGROUND / RATIONALE
(Explain why this motion is being proposed)
Subiaco Marist Cricket Club has experienced significant growth and transformation in recent years, evolving into one of the most active and engaged community cricket clubs in Perth’s western suburbs.
Participation has increased from approximately 450 players in the 2023/24 season to over 600 players in 2025/26, representing 34% growth over three seasons. This growth reflects the Club’s increasing popularity, strong junior programs, and expanding senior participation.
The Club has also strengthened its player development pathway, with the number of junior players progressing into senior cricket increasing from 4 players in 2023/24 to 14 players in 2025/26, representing a 250% increase over three seasons.
Importantly, participation data demonstrates a strong geographic concentration of players and families within the Churchlands district and surrounding western suburbs.
The largest cohort of players is drawn from postcode 6018 (227 players), covering Churchlands, Doubleview, Woodlands, Innaloo and surrounding suburbs. This is further supported by significant participation from:
· Scarborough and Wembley Downs (6019): 148 players 
· Floreat, Wembley and Jolimont (6014): 124 players 
· City Beach and surrounding coastal suburbs (6015): 32 players 
Collectively, these areas account for over 500 players, representing approximately 85–90% of the Club’s total playing group, clearly demonstrating the Club’s strong alignment with the Churchlands district and neighbouring western suburbs, Subiaco is an extremely small percentage and has now lost its purpose to our club. 
This geographic concentration is further reflected through strong participation from local schools, including:
School Base
· Newman College → 234 players (dominant contributor) 
· Holy Rosary Primary School → 39 players 
· Churchlands Senior High School → 25 players 
· Trinity College → 23 players 
· Hale School → 20 players
These participation patterns confirm that the Club’s player base, families, and community engagement are firmly centred within the local Churchlands district and surrounding areas.
Across all programs, the Club now engages with over 600 players, 1,200–1,500 family members, and more than 100 volunteers, representing a total community reach of over 2,000 people each season.
As the Club continues to grow and evolve, it is appropriate to consider whether the current name continues to accurately reflect the Club’s geographic footprint, community identity, and future direction.
A club name plays an important role in shaping perception, attracting new members, and positioning the organisation within its community. Ensuring alignment between the Club’s identity and its name supports continued growth, stronger community connection, and enhanced opportunities for engagement and partnership.
This motion recognises the importance of the Club’s history and heritage, while also acknowledging the opportunity to evolve in a way that reflects its present and future. It seeks to provide a structured and inclusive process for members to determine a name that best represents the Club moving forward.
